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To amend Section 3 (Definitions) of the town of Berkley Zoning Bylaws by adding the following definition:
AGE-RESTRICTED ADULT HOUSING:  
A market-rate, residential housing complex containing multifamily dwellings designed for and principally occupied by adults aged 55 years or older.  The modest size, multiple unit layout, and compact site planning of these developments are intended to meet the financial and lifestyle needs of active senior Berkley residents.  These market-rate units will be age-restricted per federal and state Fair Housing laws, as is common practice throughout Massachusetts. 

To amend Section 4B(2) (General Business District) of the town of Berkley Zoning Bylaws by adding the following use by special permit:
16.  Age-Restricted Adult Housing (multifamily).

To amend Section 5B (Dimensional Regulations) of the town of Berkley Zoning Bylaws by adding the following:
4.  Age-Restricted Adult Housing may be built at a maximum density of 10 dwelling units per acre, subject to approval under all local permitting procedures such as, but not necessarily limited to Special Permit, Site Plan Review, Board of Health, Conservation Commission, and Public Safety.  All other dimensional regulations of the General Business district shall apply.

To amend Section 5D (Dimensional Regulations) of the town of Berkley Zoning Bylaws by adding the following text to the Parking Table:
